LCC Kindergarten Specials Descriptions

Seed Time

Seed Time is used to introduce and reinforce spiritual knowledge to the children.  The basic foundations of Christianity are introduced and then developed throughout the year.  The children spend time reading and learning from the Bible, singing songs, doing crafts, and memory verses each month.  This year, we are learning about the Fruit of the Spirit from Galatians 5:22-23.  Each of the nine fruits is introduced, discussed, and developed over a month.  Through Seed Time, the children learn principles that will be carried with them through their lives.

Art

In art, children are introduced to colors, lines, shapes, texture and space, and they will look at famous artwork that demonstrates these concepts.  Students will work as individuals, in small groups, and as one large group to learn how to create alone and with others.  We look for ways to become aware of art in our everyday lives by visiting the Columbus Art Museum and sharing art in books.  The goal is to have your child learn to see things differently, look more closely at artwork, explore and discover their world, and learn to enjoy creative experiences.

Spanish 

Our goal is to give your child the opportunity to learn and explore a second language, Spanish. The best time to begin language study is at a young age.  Our approach is to create a Spanish environment that reinforces vocabulary, pronunciation, and structure.  The key is to use Spanish as much as possible during “Spanish Time”, encouraging the children’s comprehension.  We will encourage your child to speak the language as much as he/she can.  Mistakes are okay – we look at them as a learning opportunity.  Culture and traditions are an important part of learning a new language.  We will learn Spanish stories, songs, music, and experience Spanish food and fiestas.  It is a fun year filled with Spanish language and culture.

Music

Our music program is a fun, informal introduction to basic musical concepts, such as rhythm, volume, and tempo.  In the fall, we use games and songs to develop listening skills and learn to become comfortable singing and playing rhythm instruments with a group.  Since many children are just beginning to read, we use visual cues and echo singing to learn music.  After winter break, we begin “reading” simple music notations – quarter notes and rests, eighth notes.  In the spring, we combine all the concepts and have lots of fun. An exciting highlight will be performing for family, friends, and the church’s senior citizens.   Throughout the year, children are encouraged to bring in their own music examples – like favorite CDs or instruments.

Physical Education 

Physical Education focuses on body movement and awareness. The children work on motor coordination and perceptual development.  Throughout the year the students will learn and master physical skills such as hopping, jumping, skipping, throwing and dribbling. The students then apply their skills and learn cooperation through simple games.  A gymnastics unit is introduced at the end of the year.
