Language Arts 

· Understands that print contains the message.

· Reads and writes any number less than 100.

· Counts by 10 to 110.

· Counts backward from 20 to 0.

· Adds and subtracts to 10 using concrete objects.

· Knows first, second, third, fourth and fifth.

· Orders objects according to length weight and capacity.
